
CONVENTION FACILITIES
• Boston Convention & Exhibition Center

(BCEC)—Totals 1.6 million square feet,
including 516,000 square feet of contiguous
exhibit space; 84 fully configurable meeting
rooms with 160,000 square feet of space;
and a 40,020-square-foot ballroom.

• World Trade Center Boston—Offers 120,000
square feet of contiguous exhibit space, 
theater-style seating for 7,000, and two 5,000-
square-foot ballrooms with water views.

• Bayside Expo Center—The Bayside Expo
Center and the Executive Conference Center
at Bayside have 240,000 square feet of
exhibit space and 16,900 square feet of
meeting room space.

• Hynes Convention Center—Located in his-
toric Back Bay, the facility features more
than 173,000 square feet of exhibit space, a
25,000-square-foot ballroom, 4,000-seat
auditorium, and 37 meeting rooms.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS
• The $204 million, 793-room Westin Boston

Waterfront opened its doors in June 2006
and is directly connected to the BCEC.

• 424-room InterContinental Hotel opened in
November 2006 overlooking Boston Harbor
and the new Rose Kennedy Greenway.

• The 471-room Renaissance Boston Water-

front Hotel, across from the BCEC, will pre-
mier in late-2007.

• The 1851 granite Charles Street Jail is being
transformed into a $100 million Liberty Hotel
set to open in June 2007.

• The Regent Boston at Battery Wharf Hotel
and Residences is a luxury mixed-use project
that will premier in Fall 2007.

• The luxurious Mandarin Oriental Hotel along
Boylston Street is slated for an early 2008
launch.

• The Institute of Contemporary Art along
Boston’s Waterfront debuted in December
2006, featuring a performing arts theater and
high-tech education and digital media facilities.

• Mile-long Rose Kennedy Greenway, a series
of parks extending nearly 30 acres, is sched-
uled for completion in 2007.
